Zacharias and the Gabriel with The Birth of John the Baptist Foretold

In the days of Herod, king of Judea, there was a priest
named Zechariah, of the division of Abijah. And he had a
wife from the daughters of Aaron, and her name was
Elizabeth. And they were both righteous before God,
walking blamelessly in all the commandments and
statutes of the Lord. But they had no child, because
Elizabeth was barren, and both were advanced in years.
Now while he was serving as priest before God when his
division was on duty, according to the custom of the
priesthood, he was chosen by lot to enter the temple of
the Lord and burn incense. And the whole multitude of
the people were praying outside at the hour of incense.
And there appeared to him an angel of the Lord standing
on the right side of the altar of incense. And Zechariah
was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him.
But the angel said to him, “Do not be afraid, Zechariah,
for your prayer has been heard, and your wife Elizabeth
will bear you a son, and you shall call his name John.
And you will have joy and gladness, and many will
rejoice at his birth, for he will be great before the Lord.
And he must not drink wine or strong drink, and he will
be filled with the Holy Spirit, even from his mother’s
womb. And he will turn many of the children of Israel to
the Lord their God, and he will go before him in the spirit
and power of Elijah, to turn the hearts of the fathers to
the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the
just, to make ready for the Lord a people prepared.” And
Zechariah said to the angel, “How shall | know this? For I
am an old man, and my wife is advanced in years.” And
the angel answered him, “I am Gabriel. | stand in the
presence of God, and | was sent to speak to you and to
bring you this good news. And behold, you will be silent
and unable to speak until the day that these things take
place, because you did not believe my words, which will
be fulfilled in their time.” And the people were waiting
for Zechariah, and they were wondering at his delay in
the temple. And when he came out, he was unable to
speak to them, and they realized that he had seen a
vision in the temple. And he kept making signs to them
and remained mute.

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And in the same region there were shepherds
out in the field, keeping watch over their flock by
night. And an angel of the Lord appeared to them,
and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and
they were filled with great fear. And the angel said
to them, “Fear not, for behold, | bring you good news
of great joy that will be for all the people. For unto
you is born this day in the city of David a Savior,
who is Christ the Lord. And this will be a sign for
you: you will find a baby wrapped in swaddling
cloths and lying in a manger.” And suddenly there
was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host
praising God and saying, “Glory to God in the
highest, and on earth peace among those with
whom he is pleased!” When the angels went away
from them into heaven, the shepherds said to one
another, “Let us go over to Bethlehem and see this
thing that has happened, which the Lord has made
known to us.” And they went with haste and found
Mary and Joseph, and the baby lying in a manger.
And when they saw it, they made known the saying
that had been told them concerning this child. And
all who heard it wondered at what the shepherds
told them. But Mary treasured up all these things,
pondering them in her heart. And the shepherds
returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had
heard and seen, as it had been told them. And at the
end of eight days, when he was circumcised, he was
called Jesus, the name given by the angel before he
was conceived in the womb.

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Now after the Sabbath, toward the dawn of the
first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other
Mary went to see the tomb. And behold, there was a
great earthquake, for an angel of the Lord
descended from heaven and came and rolled back
the stone and sat on it. His appearance was like
lightning, and his clothing white as snow. And for
fear of him the guards trembled and became like
dead men. But the angel said to the women, “Do not
be afraid, for | know that you seek Jesus who was
crucified. He is not here, for he has risen, as he said.
Come, see the place where he lay. Then go quickly
and tell his disciples that he has risen from the dead,
and behold, he is going before you to Galilee; there
you will see him. See, | have told you.” So they
departed quickly from the tomb with fear and great
joy, and ran to tell his disciples.

Matthew 28: 1-8 The Resurrection
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So Peter was kept in prison, but earnest
prayer for him was made to God by the
church. Now when Herod was about to bring
him out, on that very night, Peter was
sleeping between two soldiers, bound with
two chains, and sentries before the door
were guarding the prison. And behold, an
angel of the Lord stood next to him, and a
light shone in the cell. He struck Peter on the
side and woke him, saying, “Get up quickly.”
And the chains fell off his hands. And the
angel said to him, “Dress yourself and put on
your sandals.” And he did so. And he said to
him, “Wrap your cloak around you and
follow me.” And he went out and followed
him. He did not know that what was being
done by the angel was real, but thought he
was seeing a vision. When they had passed
the first and the second guard, they came to
the iron gate leading into the city. It opened
for them of its own accord, and they went
out and went along one street, and
immediately the angel left him. When Peter
came to himself, he said, “Now | am sure that
the Lord has sent his angel and rescued me
from the hand of Herod and from all that the
Jewish people were expecting.”
